Free accounts allow users to host meetings with up to
100 participants for up to 40 minutes at a time and create recordings locally.

2. Login.
3. Download & install the latest version of the Zoom application.

4. If using a webcam not integrated into your computer, connect the camera and set it up according to the
manufacturer’s settings.

5. Open the Zoom application.
6. Go to Zoom.us->Preferences.

7. Inthe Video tab, select the appropriate camera (if using an integrated camera it will likely be auto-selected for you).
In the Audio tab, test your microphone.
